The Citizen Complaint Authority (“CCA”) started the year under the direction of an Interim Director on a part time basis for four months.  In April of 2004, the City hired Wendell M. France, as the full time Executive Director.  Mr. France began his term on April 26, 2004.  Shortly after his commencement as Executive Director, he appointed Kenneth Glenn Chief Investigator of the CCA.

In 2004, Board members Nancy Minson, John Eby and Sandra Butler were reappointed to new two year terms expiring in January, 2006.  In addition during the year, Richard Siegel, Dr. Walter Bowers, Justin Wolterman and Martha Camille Haamid were reappointed to new two year terms commencing January, 2005 and expiring in January, 2007.

The year 2004 was marked by an overhaul of the internal policies and procedures of the Agency by our new Executive Director.  Board members were provided a copy of standardized procedures for investigations and other internal procedures.

During the year the 562 complaints were directed to the CCA containing 832 allegations.  CCA investigated 193 complaints and monitored the balance of complaints which were referred to the Cincinnati Police Department.  The Annual Report provides the statistics regarding complaints and allegations processed, and attempts to highlight some of the meaningful statistics generated.

The CCA and the parties to the Collaborative Agreement continue to make progress toward implementing the design of citizen oversight of police interventions contained in the Collaborative Agreement.  Unfortunately the process has not been smooth and the parties have brought varied levels of commitment to the implementation of the Agreement.  The Board is hopeful that 2005 will bring greater cooperation and success as the parties accept and adopt citizen oversight of police activities and conduct in Cincinnati.

The Board looks forward to the balance of 2005 under the direction of Mr. France with the able assistance of Mr. Glenn.  The Board contains volunteer citizens of the city of Cincinnati committed to the principles outlined in the Collaborative Agreement and the Memorandum of Agreement.  The Board would also like to express its appreciation to John Eby and Justin Wolterman for their service to the CCA and the community as Board members.
