Narrative

Nathaniel Bradley filed a citizen complaint with the CCA on August 27, 2007.

Nathaniel Bradley stated he was bitten by canine Titus four times as he complied with Officer Neal’s orders at 801 Mehring Way.   He was transported to University Hospital by CPD.  This incident took place on August 25, 2007 at 2:55 am.

Summary 

Office Neal and his canine partner Titus responded to subjects stealing copper.  Mr. Bradley fled and the canine pursued.  Titus engaged Mr. Bradley and applied a bite and hold position on his right arm. Mr. Bradley alleged Officer Neal ordered the canine to bite him four times.  This assertion was disputed by Officer Neal.  The evidence refuted Mr. Bradley’s allegation of being bitten four times.

Findings 

Use of Force-Officer John Neal

A preponderance of the evidence shows the alleged conduct did occur, but did not violate CPD policies, procedures or training, therefore, EXONERATED.

Summary

Mr. Lonnie Brand stated during his arrest Officer Weston used profanity toward him and his mother.  He also stated Officer Weston forced him inside the cruiser.  Officers Weston, Shaw and Sgt. Coombs denied using profane language or Officer Weston used force to place Mr. Brand inside the cruiser.
