Additional Comments

Scott Knox requested clarification on the difference between firing a Taser and drive stunning. He wanted to know when an officer should fire a Taser as opposed to drive stunning. Lt. Gregoire explained an officer has to determine if deployment is necessary. A Taser allows officers a greater gap when a subject is far away. Often times the cartridge is removed in a Taser to use in a drive stun mode, which is used when a subject is in close quarters.
