Full Scale Exercise on Improvised Explosive Device  

Wednesday, September 23rd, 2009 
 
 
The Cincinnati Fire Department will be coordinating a full-scale disaster exercise on 
Wednesday, September 23 from 9am to 4pm at Central Fairmount School, 
2475 White Street. People in the vicinity will see emergency personnel conducting the 
exercise and should not be alarmed. 
 
The exercise involves a disaster simulation at the Central Fairmount School that includes 
explosive ordnance device (EOD) operations such as render-safe activities and explosives 
disposal.  All explosives shall be simulated.  No live explosives will be used during this full scale 
training exercise.
