- Vine Street- between Fourth and Sixth Streets *

- Walnut Street- between Fourth and Sixth Streets *

- Main Street- between Fourth and Sixth Streets *

- Sycamore Street- between Fourth and Sixth Streets *

*Although these streets will be closed, access will be maintained to parking garages.
The following Streets will be temporarily converted from one-way to two-way:

- Vine Street- between Fourth and Fifth Streets
- Broadway- between Fifth and Seventh Streets

All parking on the streets listed above will be prohibited. Parking will also be prohibited
on Sixth Street from EIm Street to Broadway. The Fountain Square Garage may be
entered from Walnut Street. Access to many other downtown garages will be available
at the direction of the Cincinnati Police officers present, and the parking attendants.
