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Earth Day Story: Cincinnati Parks Installs Wind Energy Pilot Project

WHAT: Wind turbines in a 120-foot tower now are generating sustainable energy to supply to the Cincinnati Park Board Administration Building in Eden Park. Cincinnati Parks installed the alternative energy demonstration project Thursday, just in time for Earth Day. The Wind Turbine Demonstration Project is open for viewing to the public. 

WHO: Interviews are available for Earth Day news stories with Gerald Checco, superintendent of Cincinnati Parks and an expert on alternative energy solutions. The wind energy demonstration project is a Cincinnati Green Initiative of Mayor Mark Mallory supported by the Cincinnati Park Board.
WHEN:  Earth Day is Sunday, April 22, 2007.  The wind turbine was installed on Thursday, just in time for Earth Day.

WHERE: The wind turbine tower is located at 2080 Sinton Avenue, next to Eden Park, supplying energy to the nearby Park Board Administration Building at 950 Eden Park Drive, Cincinnati.
About the Wind Turbine Project

The project installed by the Park Board is a true demonstration project for public viewing.  The Bergey WindPower Excel-S wind generator is a residential-size generator that has been in production for about 25 years. It is a 10k W wind generator.   It is a small scale demonstration of larger wind generator technology that will become more widely used in Ohio in the near future.  The turbine was constructed and installed by Third Sun Solar & Wind Power, a nationally certified installer that works throughout Ohio installing alternative energy projects. (Visit: www.third-sun.com.) The power generated by the wind turbine and solar panels at Eden Park can be tracked live by the Cincinnati Parks – and seen by the public – on the Internet.  Simply visit www.fatspaniel.com, click on the Live Sites, and look for the sites listed under Third Sun.    
This is the second sustainable energy project that Cincinnati Parks has installed at its Administration Building. Solar panels were installed this past winter to provide solar power to the building.  The demonstration projects are funded by the Ohio Department of Development’s Energy Loan Fund Grant Program, Duke Energy, and the City of Cincinnati.
