Review and Approvat of Eebruary 12, 2001 Minutes

Mr. Conaton introduced a motion to approve the minutes as written. The motion was seconded

and passed by unanimous vote.

Report of City Administration

Mr. Dickten gave an update on the status of the following:

¥ Lease Area 51 - Awaiting development details from Procter and Gamble
¥+ Lease Area 57 - Air Tolin lease in process

¥ Hotel Lease and Develepment - Open to proposals

* Small Regional Air Services - Open to proposals
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The Nerth Terminal Wing will be made available should the Airport attract a regicnal carrier.
In the meantime, Sunbird Air Service, Inc. will operate a charter service from this space,
pending permit approval.

The Board discussed their role with regard to these types of projects. The consensus was that
Airport Administration should continue to report, and the Board can decide if it is appropriate
to take a position.

Mr. Dickten read the Airport's Mission Statement and distributed copies to the Board.

He then explained Airport Design Weight Capacity. He has received a pavement study
proposal to evaluate the remaining life of the runways and taxiways based on the 1988
pavement design-annual departures, past traffic counts, and present pavement strength and
thickness. As this is still in the draft stage, it will be presented at a later date.

The topic turned to a possible FAA Part 150 Noise Study. Each Board Member voiced his/her
opinion on this subject. Most agreed that it should be done, however, there was concern that
the FAA funds the Airport may apply for (along with matching funds from the City) would not
cover the cost of a comprehensive study. In addition, other guests have been invited to speak
at future meetings on this subject. The issue of the Board's involvement in the Request for
Proposals (RFP) process was also brought up. Mr. Fagel explained that while the Board may
make suggestions to the scope of RFP document and offer input to the consultant, their
advisory status does not give them a rcle in the selection of the consultant.

Mr. Edwards moved to recommend that the Airport proceed with an FAA Part 150 Study. The
motion was seconded. A vote on the motion was taken as follows:

Mr. Edwards distributed the following Proposal for Resoclution:
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“The Lunken Airport Oversight Advisory Board is composed of individuals with varied and
complementary area of expertise. As such the topics to be decided along with their
associated questions can be adequately satisfied during the regular course of business.
However, there will be, from time to time, items which the Board members have a lack
of knowledge. Therefore, it may be necessary to employ the use of outside individuals
to make a presentation to the Board so that the matters of concern can be dealt with in
a knowledgeable manner.

Therefore, be it resolved that if an outside consultant/speaker is to make a presentation
to the Board, that the name of the individual be presented at the meeting immediately
proceeding the date of the presentation. This should be a voting matter and will prevent
any duplication of effort and allow the Board members the opportunity to prepare
questions for the presenter.”

Club as the North Terminal Wing will be unavailable. Mr. Conover will look into alternative
locations.
