Board of Health Meeting

November 18, 2008
Dr. Stephen Wilson, Chairman, Board of Health, called the November 18, 2008 meeting of the Cincinnati Board of Health to order at 6:00 p.m.  
ROLL CALL

Dr. Wilson proposed the motion to approve the minutes of October 28, September 23 and July 22, 2008, and Dr. Barnes seconded the motion.  The Minutes were unanimously approved as submitted.

FOOD SERVICE FEES
BOH REGULATION #00079

(Attachment No. 5)
This is the third and final reading of the Retail Food Establishment/Food Service Operations, and Dr. Alam stated that it is very much like last year; if anything, some of the fees have gone down.  
Dr. Wilson proposed the motion to approve the proposed changes and Dr. Collins seconded the motion; it was unanimously approved.

HOUSEHOLD SEWAGE TREATMENT SYSTEMS

BOH REGULATION #00077
Mr. Antonio Young presented information regarding the amendment of language contained in the regulation, and said it will come before the Board for a vote, waiving the three-reading rule, at next month’s Board meeting. They want to add language specific to the inspection, and also include a surety bond which will give the homeowner some monetary recourse and provide leverage to the inspectors.  
CINCYCARE PROGRAM
PRESENTATION (Attachment No. 4)

Dr. Wilson introduced Councilman John Cranley, who presented background and specifics on the CincyCare Program which he had initiated.  It is a pilot insurance program for 2,000 low-income working Cincinnatians. It will provide a medical home for the enrollees, and will become more comprehensive in the future.  There is no cost to the enrollee, and it will provide payment to the CHD.  March 1, 2009 is the projected start date. They will try to coordinate referrals for those services not covered under the plan, such as dental or mental health.  
Mr. Cohen introduced Mr. Dan Gahl, who is new to the Cincinnati Health Department and will be funded through the Health Foundation Grant; he will be working on this project.  He said they will measure patient satisfaction. 
The best case scenario is to be oversubscribed.  Word is getting out; Mr. Cohen and Mr. Cranley said they will present to any interested parties. There will be excellent care coordination and follow-up. The money will be distributed on an as-needed basis; there are obviously many unknowns.

Dr. Wilson proposed the motion to approve the implementation of the CincyCare Phase One Pilot Program and Dr. Dato seconded the motion; it was unanimously approved.
FINANCIAL REPORT
(Attachment No. 6)

Mr. Schlanz said the City Manager will present his proposed budget tomorrow.  At that time more will be known as to proposed cuts for CHD. If cuts are made, they would eliminate the public health and home care sections. He proceeded to give an overview on Community Nursing, Nursing Administration and Nursing Home Inspections.

Mr. Schlanz stated that overall, nursing programs had far exceeded the expectations for 2008.  They have dealt with staffing shortages and mergers and many program and personnel changes, and still have done an excellent job. They have set standards for Medicare and Medicaid patients, realizing they have to redouble their efforts in collection.  The prognosis for the upcoming year is very good. 
Ms. McGuire added that in spite of the need for electronic equipment for documentation, the nurses have been very zealous and dedicated.  The huge concern if there would be cuts in funding and/or programs would be the infant mortality rate.    
Dr. Maseru wanted it on the record that if the cut of $2.2 million is approved, 37 nursing positions would be lost.  He stated that nursing morale is extremely low, but they have demonstrated a renewed commitment, and hopefully these cuts will not be necessary.

OTHER BUSINESS
Dr. Maseru started by addressing the budget. He commended Mr. Schlanz and his staff for their diligent and excellent work.  

Mr. Merz informed the audience of the Public Service Announcement (PSA) on food safety which is airing on CitiCable; they proceeded to play it for the Board. There are various other topics in the works.
Mr. Cohen said the FQHC application had been filed on October 31st, and they hope to have an answer before the end of the year. They project approximately $90,000 a month in revenue based on current volume.  He also said that Board had been meeting on a regular basis, and he will supply the list of those Board members to this audience.  

He said the Millvale/Hopple Street proposed move is a reality, and they are only waiting on construction permits.  The move date is expected to be late February to early March.  It will most likely be called Millvale at Hopple.  

Dr. Englender said flu shots are still available for City employees and their families, and there will be another push after Thanksgiving to make sure everyone obtains the vaccine.
Dr. Holditch said the grant for the Medical Home Initiative had gone in and was accepted for review; more will be known mid-December.  

Dr. Jones thanked Ms. Clarice Edmondson for her commendable work as Interim Director of Vital Records.
