Pur pose:

Define the responsibilities of Police and Fire

Di vi si on personnel for renoving waste, nedical
debris, blood, and body fluids at crinme scenes and
traffic accidents, and from public places such as
si dewal ks and streets.

Pr ocedur e:

A. Police Division personnel are responsible for
renoving any nonbi ohazardous itens at a crine
scene or traffic accident.

1. Renove and properly dispose of rubber
gl oves, crine scene tape, flash bul bs,
di scarded fil m contai ners/boxes, etc.,
bef ore securing the scene.

B. Fire D vision personnel are responsible for
removi ng any nedi cal debris, blood, and body
fluids froma crine scene, traffic accident, or
in public places such as sidewal ks and streets,
and decontam nating the area.

1. The police officer-in-charge (O C) nmay
request Fire Division personnel to | eave the
crinme/accident scene intact during a
prol onged investigation of the
crime/acci dent scene.

a. The police on-scene OC w Il contact the
fire on-scene O C and nake necessary
arrangenments for calling Fire Division
personnel back to the scene to renove
medi cal debris, blood, or body fluids.

1) A police officer wll remain on the
scene until Fire Division personnel
conpletely renove the nedica
debris, blood, or body fluids.

C. Renoval of Waste, Blood, and Body Fluids From
Locations O her Than Public Pl aces:

1. dncinnati Health Departnment regul ations
state the owner or landlord of a residence
is responsible for renmoval of such waste and
body fl uids.

a. Owmers or |andlords can be advised to
clean the body fluids with a sol ution of
10 percent bl each and water, and al so
use uni versal precautions of wearing a
mask and apron.

manned 24 hours a day to answer
gquesti ons.
