You must have appropriate permits from the City of 
Cincinnati, including a Track Access Permit, to do 
work on any street along the streetcar route.

• Even if you don’t see a streetcar, the electric  
 is ON. 

• Stay at least 10 feet away from the 
 overhead streetcar wires. 

• In case of emergency, call 911 immediately

You need a track access permit to do any work 
along the streetcar route such as:

• Deliveries to upper floors of buildings — using lifts,  
 cranes, jacks, other raised-platform equipment 

• Chutes or throwing debris out of windows —   
 removing construction debris from upper floors of
 buildings to dumpsters below 

• Scaffolding, ladders, lifts, etc. — washing windows,  
 painting, roofing, other maintenance work 

• Wired equipment on upper floors — installing   
 cable or satellite TV, telecommunications, alarm
 systems, etc. 

• Front-loading fork trucks — emptying trash and  
 conservation dumpsters 

Important: This is a high-voltage 
electrical system.
