Due to antiquated zoning laws in our small Illinois city and 
to the very deep pockets of this neighbor, we could not legally fight this unbelievable intrusion 
into our privacy. A dog park at Dunore Park would not be nearly as intrusive as the one we had 
to endure, but it has some similar issues. 1) Parking: It is incorrect to assume that only 
neighbors will use the dog park and that they will mostly walk there. People will drive to get 
there, even if they only live half a mile away--I saw this happen all the time. The lack of 
parking alone is reason enough to kill this project. 2) Noise: People don't just go to dog parks 
to sip coffee and talk to other dog owners in a leisurely way; some take their dogs to the park 
for exercise before or after work and then they loudly call their dogs when they need to leave.
